As students will offer a more diverse combination of subjects 

at different subject levels arising from Full SBB, MOE has 

reviewed the admissions criteria for post-secondary pathways 

to provide more options for different learner profiles, 

while ensuring that you continue to have the fundamentals 

to thrive in your chosen pathway.
